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Pupils will develop leadership and teamwork skills by leading small group activities and playground games with support. They will communicate effectively with peers and younger students, plan and deliver engaging and safe activities, and adapt them when needed. Pupils will take on responsibilities such as solving problems, and ensuring everyone enjoys the games while building their confidence as leaders.

RE.
This term, the Pioneers will explore words of wisdom from religions and worldviews, learning how sacred texts, symbols, and rituals reflect beliefs and values. They’ll study festivals, worship, and traditions across different religions and Humanism, comparing how communities express their faith.


DT
Pupils will learn where different materials come from and how using them affects the environment. They’ll explore ways to reduce this impact by recycling, reusing, and redesigning.
They’ll evaluate existing products, look at materials based on their characteristics, and create a design plan. Children will redesign or transform an object into something new and evaluate their finished product against their design plan.



PSHE 
The Pioneers will learn how to care for their classroom and outdoor spaces by tidying up, recycling, and saving energy and water. They’ll discuss how actions like littering and using too much plastic harm the environment and explore ways to make a difference. They will work together on projects like posters or displays to promote environmental care, take responsibility for plants or animals, and reflect on how their actions can help the planet. Pupils will hear stories or watch videos about environmental issues, compare how people around the world protect nature, and take part in hands-on activities like planting trees or making bird feeders to contribute to a greener world.








Humanities History/Geography  
The Pioneers will learn about Christopher Columbus's journey to America in 1492 and how the United States was formed in 1783. They will explore what life was like for families traveling west, discover how Native Americans lived, and learn about the impact of European settlers.
Pupils will also learn about cowboys, homesteaders, and famous battles, separating myths from reality. They’ll locate the USA on a world map, explore its 50 states and six main regions, and compare American landscapes like mountains, forests, and deserts.
They will compare villages, towns, and cities, including Washington, D.C., and London, and learn about Yellowstone National Park and natural events like hurricanes and tornadoes. Finally, children will choose a U.S. state to research and create an advert to attract visitors.




Science
The Pioneers will describe the characteristics of solids, liquids, and gases using words or visuals and identify everyday materials by their state of matter. They will explain how particles are arranged in each state using diagrams and match properties, such as "keeps its shape," to the correct state. Pupils will explore changes of state, including melting, freezing, evaporation, and condensation, and explain these processes with real-life examples. Through investigations, they will observe and sequence changes of state, link evaporation and condensation to the water cycle, and discuss how heating and cooling impact everyday life.






	
Pioneers - American Road Trip.
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Children will explore action art inspired by artists Franz Kline and Howard Hodgkin. They’ll paint using fun tools like marbles, toy cars, and brushes attached to objects, focusing on creativity and self-expression. This plan helps develop motor skills and introduces pupils to abstract art, building their confidence and encouraging them to experiment with new techniques each week.








Computing 
Pupils will learn about copyright and ownership, understanding that content on the internet belongs to the people who create it. They will explore why it’s important to respect other people’s work.
