	Cells 
Explain the function of animal and plant cell parts. Identify three types of specialized cells and why they are needed. Label diagrams of animal and plant cells. Make and label a cell model. Create a video/audio describing cell functions. Describe how the structure of sperm, red blood, and nerve cells links to their function.
	Safely Making Useful Chemical Products from Basic Materials 
Make a bath bomb and slime toy using household ingredients. Create plant-based indicators to test for acids, alkalis, and neutrals. Conduct activities safely and write simple risk assessments for each.
	Learning the basics of electricity
Recognize two dangers of electricity. Identify objects powered by battery or mains. Label the electricity production process. Draw and label a parallel circuit. Learn key electrical symbols, including safety ones. Investigate an electrical circuit plug.

	Introduction to Infectious Disease 120416
Recall the seven life processes. Identify microscope parts. Recognize helpful and harmful microbes. Recall common cell structures and their functions. Identify communicable and non-communicable diseases. Understand pathogen spread reduction, infection barriers, and the immune response. Explain vaccination effects and how vaccines target specific diseases.
	Introduction to Force, Friction and Resistance 75529
Demonstrated knowledge of force, gravity, Newton, and mass. Explained how forces work in pairs and how changes in speed affect push and friction forces. Described action and reaction forces with examples. Investigated friction changes and resistance (water/air) with diagrams. Conducted a friction experiment and worked as part of a team.
	Human Activity and its effect on climate change
Explained how the greenhouse effect raises Earth's temperature. Named the main greenhouse gas. Identified three fossil fuels and their uses. Described two possible effects of warmer temperatures on Earth's climate. Explained carbon footprints and ways to reduce them. Suggested ways to reduce home energy use and examples of activities that create carbon dioxide.
