PSHE
The children will further develop their self – help and personal care skills by practicing using toothbrushes and toothpaste both with support and then with more independence. 
P.E
Taking part in simple, invasion games where pupils enter other people’s space to retrieve objects. Using a variety of game relevant apparatus to practice running, jumping, throwing and catching skills both individually, with an adult and a partner. The focus is about fairness.  

 
Computing
Young explorers will have fun solving simple puzzles and playing with interactive digital books. They will follow step-by-step tasks, discovering how little instructions can make big things happen. Along the way, they will begin to understand the magic of algorithms and how to complete a task. They will also go on adventures in the community, visiting libraries or museums with exciting tech to try out.
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Music for Communication
Our music lessons are full of fun, sound, movement, and joy! Each week, children explore a special core word (like go, stop, more, help, want, and like) through music, dancing, ribbons, and instruments. Children listen to different styles of music move their bodies, make exciting sounds, and enjoy shared musical moments. These playful sessions help build communication, confidence, and connection — all through music and fun!

Experiences

Creative
ART
Children will explore early 3D making skills by tearing, sticking, and taping paper and card with adult support. They will experiment with different textures, colours, and materials to create simple collages and models. Over the weeks, they will begin to make choices about what to use and how to join materials, building small towers, walls, and 3D shapes. Finally, they will share and talk about their creations, identifying their own work and describing what they have made.

DT –
 In this hands-on adventure, little chefs will explore healthy wraps by touching, smelling, and choosing soft breads, spreads, and colourful fillings. With gentle support, they will practise spreading, placing, and rolling ingredients to create their own snack. Each week, they will help make a shared wrap, taste what they made, and show what they like or don’t like. The focus is on sensory fun, teamwork, and celebrating every little contribution to the snack!
Explorers 
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Science
Little food explorers will discover different foods using their senses of sight, touch, taste, and smell. They will show what they like or don’t like by pointing, gesturing, or using symbols. Everyday experiences like helping at mealtimes and trying new foods will make exploring fun and safe. Through sensory play, they will begin to understand that food helps them grow and feel good.




Maths 
This unit focuses on early shape, space and measure skills, moving children from inset puzzles to simple 4–6 piece jigsaws and matching shapes to templates. Children develop spatial awareness by matching objects to pictures and shadows, exploring how shapes fit, and noticing that shapes remain the same even when rotated. They begin to understand positional language and viewpoint by exploring small-world scenes from different angles and noticing what they can and cannot see. Through puzzle-solving, matching, route-making with curves and lines, and small-world play, children build visual discrimination, spatial reasoning, problem-solving, and fine motor control skills.

This unit will focus on developing early understanding of height and time through practical, hands-on exploration.
· Children compare and measure height using blocks, string and real objects, building confidence with vocabulary such as tall, short, taller than and shorter than.
· They count and measure within 10 and 20, linking comparison skills to number knowledge.
· The unit introduces early time concepts, including sequencing events, understanding before and after, and using simple timers to measure short durations.
· Through practical challenges, discussion and play, children develop mathematical language, reasoning skills and an understanding of measure in real-life contexts.




English 
In this unit, we will enjoy sharing and exploring the story The Jolly Postman together. We will practise our listening skills by joining in with repeated phrases and exciting story moments. We will build our communication skills by using words, signs, symbols or gestures to talk about letters and jobs. We will have fun creating our own letters using mark making, drawing and early writing. We will use our busy hands to open secret envelopes, stick stamps and post mail just like real postmen. We will explore different jobs in our community and learn how people help us every day. We will take turns knocking on doors and delivering letters during playful role-play. Through sensory storytelling and hands-on activities, we will grow our confidence, independence and imagination.
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
